While all four lessons showed evidence that the instructors were able to convey the material t their students, they differed greatly in presentation and planning.  When looking at the lessons delivered to the students in the U.S, both teachers were able to teach their class in an orderly way. The majority of the students where focused, and working on the assigned task given by the teacher. While both lessons were somewhat similar the second lesson seemed to flow much better and the instructor had more of a captive audience.  
The Japanese lessons were very identical in presentation and planning. Both instructors were very interesting to watch and made the lesson very engaging for the students.  Manipulatives where used, in both classrooms.  Every child in the class was not only an observer but an active participant in the lesson as well. The Japanese lessons where very well planned out form beginning to end. The desired goal was clear from the beginning of the lesson.  Every child was given an opportunity to explore and discover on their own without any outside interference.
While all for instructors delivered their lessons from beginning to the end the Japanese lessons where more engaging and more FUN. The Japanese lesson where very well planned and included the students for their success. The use of technology was also very helpful and the students were able to not only solve problems but visualize the outcome(s) as well.
